The author comprehensively explains how s/he has already applied the knowledge gained from these learning experiences, and how it might be applied in the future.  The author applies in depth the insights drawn from Cornerstones texts to this analysis (at least 4 – 5)
	 

The author identifies at least 4 -5 key learning experiences and explains their significance via solid reference to her/his own work and experiences. The author explains how s/he has already applied some of the knowledge gained from these learning experiences, and how it might be applied in the future.  The author is able to support this analysis with some references to Cornerstones texts (at least 2 – 3)
 
	 

The author identifies at least 3  key learning experiences and explains their significance via some reference to her/his own work and experiences. The author articulates in general terms how s/he has applied the knowledge gained form these learning experiences, and make an effort to project the application of knowledge to the future. The author is able to support this analysis with some references to Cornerstones texts (at least 2 – 3)
	 

The author identifies very few learning experiences (less than 3) and cannot fully explain their significance via reference to work completed over the year.. The author has only a shaky understanding of the application of new knowledge gained from Cornerstones work, and does not explain fully how new knowledge might be applied in the futures.  The author offers little or no support from Cornerstones texts 

	A reflective analysis of your current strengths as a learner and of the capacities you need to develop more, using the NCC competencies as a framework

 
	A coherent, in-depth analysis, which evidences comprehensive self-interrogation and critical thought.  The analysis is supported by relevant evidence drawn both from the author’s own work and experiences (at least 7) and from readings and viewings in Cornerstones (at least 7).  The author frames her/his learning via 4 - 5 of the NCC competencies. 
	A coherent analysis, which evidences solid self-reflection and critical thought.  The analysis is supported by evidence drawn from author’s own work and experiences (at least 5 - 6) and from readings and viewings in Cornerstones (at least 5 - 6).  The author frames his/her learning via 3 of the NCC competencies
	An analysis which evidences basic reflection and some critical thought.  The author supports the analysis with  some evidence drawn from  her/his own work and experiences (at least 4), and from readings and viewings in Cornerstones (at least 4).  The author frames her/his learning via at least 1 -2 of the NCC competencies
	An analysis which does not evidence reflection and/or critical thought.  The author integrates little evidence drawn from his/her work and experience or from Cornerstones viewings and readings.  The author does not use the competencies as an analytical framework

	Composition

	Organization
